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Feedback Summary

members find the academic syllabus suitable based on the course offered by the college with
well defined and clear objectives of the syllabus. The course contents is followed by
corresponding reference materials as well as the books prescribed as reference materials are
relevant, updated and appropriated. Some of the prescribed books are easily available in the
library. The faculty members believed that the course has good balance in theory and -
applications in everyday life. Almost all faculty members observed that the course / syllabus of
the programme contains particular subject papers as well as sufficient number of optional papers
that have been helpful in increasing their knowledge and perspective about the subject area and
also made them interested in it. The college has regularly conducted tests and examinations well
in time after the completion of each and every units of the syllabus.
A large number of faculty members felt free to propose, modify, suggest and incorporate new
topics in the syllabus. They even believed that they are free to adopt new techniques or strategies
such as seminar presentation, group discussion and learners participation in teaching the
prescribed syllabus. After the completion of each units or the whole syllabus, they are free to test
and assess students with new techniques or s{rategies. Some faculty members considered the
course / syllabus of the programme to be usefulness for the students to compete at the global

level.
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
